Aussie native Rosie Johnston, an L.A.-
based makeup artist for A-list celebrities,
says makeup is “absolutely necessary” as
part of a business wardrobe. She says
going to work without makeup is “kinda
like not having on shoes.” But don't think
she spends lots of time and uses tons of
products to have a professional look.

In fact, her Rosie Jane cosmetics (rosie-

Johnston recommends starting the day
by washing your face and applying some
tinted moisturizer.

The
dual purpose cheek/lip gloss and eye hints
shadow gives lots of color without being
too audacious. They also go on using just
your finger and each one includes a tiny
mirror for on-the-go applications.
